Call for evidence to all registered stakeholders

Tobacco: preventing uptake, promoting quitting and treating dependence (update): call for evidence
The National Institute for Health and Care Excellence (NICE) has commissioned its

Public Health Guidelines team (PHG) to amalgamate existing guidance on tobacco and conduct new reviews in some areas. Your organisation is invited to submit data that meets the requirements set out below to assist the guideline development process.
We have already carried out extensive searches to cover published literature.

Upon reviewing the literature, we have reason to believe there may be relevant

evidence in addition to that identified by the searches that is not yet available in

published form.
We are evaluating the following review question: 
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We are interested in data covering the following areas: 
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We require data reporting on risk of or association with long-term health effects using a validated measure, or risk factors for disease.
We will only accept data which has been analysed and will not consider data submitted in aggregate, individual, or raw form. Data should be submitted in Microsoft Word or Adobe PDF format. You should ensure that any data you wish to submit:

· Directly address the review question listed

· Match the data requirements and is analysed
· Report risk of / association with long-term health effects using a validated measure, or risk factors for disease at minimum 1 year follow-up 
· Are in the format(s) listed.

Please note that all evidence submitted will be reviewed against the inclusion criteria

indicated here and in the full protocol of the review, and against NICE’s Conflicts of Interest policy. Only evidence that is eligible will be presented to the guideline committee for consideration. All such evidence will be subject to the same process of critical appraisal that applies to published evidence identified in our reviews. We are in no way bound to use submitted data.
Please read the instructions below to identify the types of information that can be

accepted.

Instructions to stakeholders for submitting evidence for a call for evidence Before submitting details of suggested evidence, please check the relevance of the information against the review question, interventions, required data and outcomes listed above and also against the criteria detailed below: 

· Generally there is no need to submit published peer reviewed papers unless you are aware that the journal in question is not indexed on any of the main databases or that the specific data we seek are not reported within the published paper.

· Submissions should include sufficient information about methods to allow them to be quality assessed. Abstracts, posters or data tables alone will be considered to provide insufficient methodological information and should be accompanied by a technical report or draft paper.

· Relevant ‘academic in confidence’ or ‘commercial in confidence’ data can be submitted; however it must be clearly labelled as such and a completed checklist submitted (please see checklist attached). Its submission must adhere to the principles contained within the guidelines manual.

· Links to tobacco organisations and funding by tobacco organisations must be declared on your response form. If these are not clearly declared, the evidence submitted will not be able to be considered.

Evidence which generally will not be considered by NICE includes:

· promotional material

· unsubstantiated or non‑evidence‑based assertions of effectiveness

· opinion pieces or editorial reviews

· potentially unlawful or other inappropriate information.

What are the long-term health effects of e-cigarette use?





Published or unpublished analysed data which compares health effects of those who habitually use e-cigarettes with those who do not use e-cigarettes, where smoking is evenly distributed across groups (either non-smokers, smokers, or ex-smokers) AND


Reports health effects at minimum 1 year after e-cigarette use started AND


Is longitudinal and has a control group (for example, randomised controlled trials, non-randomised controlled trials, controlled before-and-after studies, cohort studies with control groups, case control studies).
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
