· Reduce risk to individual or carers.

· Ensure the environment is sufficiently robust to withstand wear and tear.

· Reduce distress, costs & potential service disruption due to unnecessary repairs. 

· Make the most enabling and home like environment for the individual that reflects their preferences.

The screening tool is designed to be completed by any carer or health and social care professional who know the individual well.

If the individual is currently in an inpatient setting it may be helpful to have an additional form completed by a family member or previous residential setting.
