The GC re-visited the recommendations for review question 3.1, 3.2, 3.3, 3.4 and 

3.10, and edited the previous draft. 

Recommendations for review question 3.5 and 3.6 were discussed and agreed by 

the committee. 

Recommendations for review questions 3.1 and 3.2 were drafted separately for 

preterm and term babies.  

The GC began discussions on drafting the protocol for review question 5.1, but will 

carry this over to the next GC due to today’s meeting being slightly overrun.
