	1. Welcome and objectives for the meeting

	The Chair welcomed the Committee members and attendees to the second meeting on Surgical Site Infections. The Committee members and attendees introduced themselves. 
The Chair informed the Committee that no member apologies have been received. 
The Chair confirmed that, for the purpose of managing conflicts of interest, the matters under discussion were:

· Does the use nasal decontamination to eliminate Staphylococcus aureus (alone or in combination with other interventions) affect the rate of surgical site infection?
· Is the application of antiseptics and antibiotics in the operative field before wound closure clinically effective in reducing surgical site infection rates?
The Chair asked everyone to verbally declare any interests that have arisen since the last meeting. No further interests had arisen. Therefore, the Chair and a senior member of the Developer’s team noted that the interests declared did not prevent the attendees from fully participating in the meeting. 

The Chair asked the Committee if it wanted any changes made to the minutes of the last meeting. The Committee agreed that the minutes were a true and accurate account of the meeting. 
The Chair outlined the objectives of the meeting, which included: drafting recommendations for RQ1, revising the protocol for RQ4 and reviewing evidence and drafting recommendations for RQ3. 

	2. Editor presentation 

	The Chair introduced Catharine Baden-Daintree who gave a presentation on the Editing team and their role in the process. 
The Chair thanked Catharine for their presentation. 

	3. RQ1 - Does the use nasal decontamination to eliminate Staphylococcus aureus (alone or in combination with other interventions) affect the rate of surgical site infection?


	Shreya Shukla, technical analyst, gave a recap of evidence for RQ1 presented at GCOM1. Jamie Elvidge, technical analyst (health economics) gave a presentation of the health economic modelling data.

The committee were then asked to draft recommendation/s based on the evidence presented. The committee drafted one recommendation and five research recommendations. 

	4. RQ4 protocol 

	Shreya Shukla, technical analyst, and Caroline Mulvihill, technical adviser, presented the review protocol for RQ4 asking the committee to narrow down the review criteria. The NICE technical team advised that previously a large scope for the question had been identified, which would not be feasible within the timescale we had for this update. 
The committee agreed with the request and narrowed down the scope for RQ4.

	5. RQ3 - Is the application of antiseptics and antibiotics in the operative field before wound closure clinically effective in reducing surgical site infection rates?


	David Leaper, committee member, gave an overview of the area being discussed, so that committee were all at the same level of understanding before being presented the evidence.
Shreya Shukla, technical analyst, presented the evidence for this review question. Jamie Elvidge, technical analyst (health economics), gave an overview of the health economic considerations for this review question.

The committee were then asked to draft recommendation/s based on the evidence presented. The committee drafted two recommendations and no research recommendations.

	6. AOB

	NICE technical team advised that they had agreed internally that it would not be beneficial to rerun the literature searches for all the RQs six weeks before the final committee meeting before consultation. This is due to the short time period for the guideline update. The committee agreed with this decision.
