What information would women who have requested a termination of pregnancy 

like?

The Chair introduced Angela Bennett, NGA Guideline Lead, who gave a 

presentation on the proposed evidence re-run strategy. The committee discussed 

the proposals for which questions should have the evidence search re-run and which 

should not and suggested some minor amendments.  The committee requested the 

updated plan be circulated by email for final sign off and to allow absent committee 

members to comment.
