The company that markets the technology is invited to make an evidence submission,
respond to consultations, nominate clinical experts and has the right to appeal against the
Final Draft Guidance (FDG).
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All non-company consultees are invited to submit a statement, respond to consultations,
nominate clinical or patient experts and have the right to appeal against the Final Draft
Guidance (FDG).

Non-company consultees are invited to submit statements relevant to the group they are
representing.

Commentators

the FDG for information only, without right of appeal. These organisations are: companies
