Rationale

NICE guidance recommends smoking cessation treatment and support for people with the
conditions outlined in the indicator wording. People with these conditions face increased
risks from smoking (for example, increased risk of cardiovascular disease) compared with
the general population. In addition, there is evidence that people who smoke are receptive
to smoking cessation advice in all healthcare settings and that healthcare professionals
are effective in helping people to stop smoking.

Calculation: Numerator divided by the denominator, multiplied by 100.
Exclusions: None.

Expected population size: Quality and Outcomes framework data for 2023 to 2024
(indicator SMOKO0O05) shows that 3.1% of people in England with any or any combination of
the relevant conditions (CHD, PAD, stroke or TIA, hypertension, diabetes, COPD, CKD,
asthma, schizophrenia, bipolar affective disorder or other psychoses) are recorded as
current smokers: 313 patients for an average practice with 10,000 patients. To be suitable
for use in QOF, there should be more than 20 patients eligible for inclusion in the
denominator, per average practice with 10,000 patients, prior to application of
personalised care adjustments.
