Matters Arising

4.1 Dabigatran

The Scottish Medicines Consortium (SMC) had published recent guidance on the use of
dabigatran for the primary prevention of vénous thrambaembolic events in adults who have
undergone elective total hip or knee replacement surgery. The SMC had accepted its use
for these indications on the basis that trials showed nor-inferiority to low molecular weight
heparin in the incidence of VTE and all cause mortality with patients having a similar
incidence of major blee ding events. The two drugs have similar costs per dose but
dabigatran has lower administration costs and is an oral therapy. The High Cost Drugs
Board has drafted a specification for cansultation. The full course of dabigatran would be
issued from the hospital. &t is proposed that only Mr Conray's patients should be prescribed
dabigatran nitially. Further discussions are to be made with the Haematologists and Mr
Conro renardinn natient selartinn ste
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Clinical Guidelines should be discussed at the relevant localised ‘Implementation Group’ if relevant, and Technology Appraisals should be discussed at Locality Prescribing Group 

Any issues with particular pieces of guidance should be taken to CBU Board Meetings or Audit meetings to discuss difficulties and impact on services. 

It is also useful to provide CBUs with summary updates of their position against NICE guidance on a rolling basis using the ‘Run Queries’ option in the NICE database:

All documented evidence can be stored on the NICE database. If the information is already in electronic form it can be directed to the evidence folder, whilst paper based information must be scanned in as a PDF file and saved in the same location:
All evidence for the NICE database is held at:

Each piece of evidence uploaded should be prefixed by its category such as:

AUDIT – name of audit

EMAIL – subject of email

IPG – name of Interventional Procedure Summary

POLICY – name of policy

PROFORMA – name of guidance indicated on Implementation Proforma

SUMMARY – subject of specialty summary

Once a document is saved into this folder it is necessary to locate the relevant section on the database via ‘Go to Records’, locating the guidance number and entering the ‘Evidence’ section.

By right clicking on the relevant text-box (Audit Results, Formulary Information, Summary Information, Proforma Information, Other Correspondence) it opens a drop down menu.
Select ‘Hyperlink’ – ‘Edit Hyperlink’ and locate the relevant documentation in the evidence folder.
