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Results from the audits undertaken as part of the POMH lithium monitoring Quality Improvement Programme.

The red sections in the bars in each Figure below show the proportions of patients in the total national sample (TNS) who have not had any checks of the amount of lithium in their blood, or of their kidneys or thyroid in the last year. Practice nationally improved between the re-audit and first supplementary audit but has remained static since. The lines in each Figure show how practice in Oxleas has continued to improve over time.
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
