It was noted during consultation that, because dinutuximab-based therapy is 

very costly, if it is shown to be clinically and cost effective, failure to achieve 

NICE approval would result in inequitable access to this therapy for children 

within UK. 

At the scoping workshop, a stakeholder indicated that, because dinutuximab 

therapy is not available in clinical trials in Europe, some patients travel to the 

US to receive it. 

 

2. What is the preliminary view as to what extent these potential equality 

issues need addressing by the Committee?  

Neither of these issues is considered to be a potential equality issue that 

needs addressing by the Committee.
