Review of NICE Technology Appraisal Guidance No.55, on the use of paclitaxel

As you may be aware the planned date for consideration of the review of the
above guidance is December 2005. This is the date at which the Institute
decides whether sufficient new evidence has emerged for the Appraisal
Committee to be asked to undertake a full review appraisal. We were
expecting that the results of the ICONS trial would be available to inform the
decision to review by this time.

We have been informed by the MRC that the survival results from ICON5 will
not now be ready until the autumn of 2006. We are therefore letting you know
that we will be monitoring the availability of these results from early autumn
next year, and will contact all consultees with our proposals for the review of
the use of paclitaxel 1% line, in the light of these results.
